The difference with Carolyn Forster and
her new book Sew Jelly Roll Quilts Giftsis the use of color. Some of Forster's finished pieces remind me of the
luminous vitality of Kaffe Fasset. Plus, Forster hand-quilts and uses a Singer Featherweight for piecing in her demo
photos.There are 9 quilt patterns and 9 gift projects. The quilts are mostly pretty familiar, but it's the coloration that
sets them apart. For instance, the simple chain quilt "Sweet Sixteen" (92-inches square) is so pretty with its soft
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yellows, rubies, and blush pinks. The Fassett-esgue "Ripples” (68-inches square) is basically a pieced center with built
up borders, yet the occasional use of triangles gives movement to the colors. The split-rail "Autumn Floor" (69-inches
square) - agreat beginner quilt - is anice way to memorialize your favorite fabric lines. Other projectsin the basically
familiar category are a spool quilt and a Dresden flower quilt, although the latter is updated with a slightly askew
block setting. There is one noteworthy suprise among the 9 quilt patterns: the unusual "Ohio Star" (70-inches square).
Its 8 star points and 4 center blocks are made of stacked strips. Thislooks like alot of fun and it isthe one | want to try
first. The 9 giftsinclude a doorstop, a simple ring wreath, a split-rail pillow case, an elemental book tote bag, and
coasters. None of these really appeal to me, as they remind me of what we were all making as our first projects back in
the 80's.
